Dar Al-Hikma:

"house of wisdom"  used by Arab authors to denote in a general sense the academies which , before Islamic times,  spread knowledge of the Greek sciences , and in a particular sense the institute founded in Cairo in 395/ 1005 by the Fatimid caliph al-Hakim .Since the short-lived appearance of Bayt a- Hikma of al-Ma'mun, several libraries had been founded in Irak  and Persia providing not only information on traditional learning , but also an introduction to classical sciences('ulum al-awa'l).

Such establishment were very successful in Egypt under the Fatimids , where Shi'I doctorines provided a favorable climate for development of Greek sciences . The Cairo palace soon housed a large collection,and one of its librarians was the writer  al- Shabushti (d388 /998). 

The Vizir of al-Aziz, Ya' kub b. Killis (d. 380 /990), organized meetings of men of letters , Jurists and theologians in his own residence ,and granted the financial allowance , but this initiative was soon over shadowed by Dar- al-Hikma which al-Hakim housed in the north –western part of the western palace.

 Like other Meccan, the prophet and his followers regulary made Tawaf around Ka'ba and kissed the Balck Stone. It is frequently stated that the prophet used to sit in masdjid like his fellow citizens ,alone or with a follower to dispute an opponent . It is related that the prophet used to perform salat between the Yaman corner and Black Stone apparently from the narrator's  context , very frequently . After Umar's conversion  , it is said that he arranged the believers and  he performed the salat unmolested beside Ka'ba. How strongly Muhammad felt himself attached to Arab sanctuary is evident from the fact that he took part in the traditional rites there before hidjra(sura CVIII, 2) .In the year 1 A.h/622-3 , on of his followers , Sa'd b. Mu'adh , took part in pilgrimage ceremonies , and in the year  2 A.H /623-4 the prophet himself sacrificed on 10 Dhu 'l-Haddja  on the musalla of Banu Salima. He therefore, here as elsewhere, retained ancient customs where his new teachings did not directly exclude them. But when an independent religion developed out of his preaching, a new type of worship had to be evolved.
